Recap: Level I

Pre-COVID: Set out to complete one chapter every 4-5 
classes (90-Min. A/B Block). Assigned activities on 
Blinklearning for textbook and workbook. Assessments 
from test booklet administered every two weeks and 
semester exam on chapters 1-6 given in December.  
Supplemented chapters with segments from Nicos Weg 
(A1). Goal was to complete chapter 13 by end of the year.

COVID-19: Focused on chapters 10 and 11.  Reduced the 
pacing and prioritized activities on Blinklearning. No 
traditional assessments from booklet or semester exam 
administered.  Made enhancements to routine projects and 
increased written feedback. Continued segments of Nicos 
Weg (A1). Completed chapter 11 by mid May.



Recap: Level II

Pre-COVID: Set out to complete a chapter every 5-6 
classes (90-Min. A/B Block). Assigned activities on 
Blinklearning for textbook and workbook. Assessments 
from test booklet  administered every two weeks and 
semester exam on chapters 1-5 given in December. 
Supplemented chapters with Nicos Weg A1/A2 and three 
movies related chapter themes (Emil und die Detektive, 
Das Wunder von Bern, and Der ganz grosse Traum).   Goal 
was to complete chapter 12 by end of the year.

COVID-19: Focused on chapters 8 and 11.  Reduced the 
pacing and prioritized activities on Blinklearning, no 
traditional assessments from booklet or semester exam 
administered.  Continued with segments of Nicos Weg. 
Completed chapter 8 and partially chapter 11 by mid May.



Recap: Level III

PRE-COVID: Set out to complete a chapter every 8-10 
classes (90-Min. A/B Block). Assigned activities on 
Blinklearning for textbook and workbook. Assessments from 
test booklet administered every three to four weeks and 
semester exam on chapters 1-3 given in December. 
Supplemented chapters with Nicos Weg A2 and fairy tales 
(Schlaraffenland, Bremer Stadtmusikanten, Rotkäppchen, 
Schneewittchen, Frau Holle, Froschkönig, Aschenputtel).  
Goal was to complete chapter 7 by end of the year.

COVID-19: Focused on chapters 5 and two fairy tales.  
Reduced the pacing and prioritized activities on Blinklearning, 
no traditional assessments from booklet or second semester 
exam administered.  Continued with segments of Nicos Weg. 
Completed chapter 5 by mid May.

Be available and 
respond to the signs 

of the times.

Reflections & Future Planning: 
• Build community & relationships
• Be consistent about deadlines, assignment types, & evaluation
• Provide weekly overview video on expectations
• Communicate without over communicating
• Give frequent feedback & chances to revise 



Adaptation and Change

 

Be available and 
respond to the signs 

of the times.

Reflections & Future Planning: 
• Slow the pacing down & circle back 
• Be flexible & reach out to those “at risk” 
• Listen, reassure & modify lessons
• Hold students accountable, but give grace when necessary
• Accept that less skill building occurs in non-traditional-instruction
• Change assessment methods - low-stakes mastery of learning 
• Be available, but set boundaries

Blinklearning: Gradebook
Grades on Blinklearning are transferred as 
“completion” grades in the gradebook on 
our LMS.  Feedback can be left within 
Blinklearning, but feedback on the LMS 
allows parents to view, which is important 
in a distance-learning situation for 
documentation of a pattern.

● Do smaller “Checks of 
Learning” or “Mastery”
